 LLiitteerraaccyy  ð Introducing reading, writing and effective 
communication skills. 

 LLiiffee  sskkiillllss ð Giving survival means at a family level. 

 SSppiirriittuuaall  iinnppuutt ð Sharing the gospel message with the 
women through personal and group i nteraction. 
 BBuussiinneessss  sskkiillllss ð Teaching skills to enhance business 

at the household level. 
 

The main life skill taught to the women is 
tailoring and designing.
